
Vision: For all children, irrespective of their economic status, to
have access to stimulating and nurturing preschool education.

Mission: To set up preschools and daycare centres for children of
migrant workers who do not have access to government-run
preschools.

Journey: Founded in 2016 with five children, Diya Ghar expanded to
three centres serving 135 children by 2020. In response to evolving
needs, the organization transitioned to a community-based model
after 2020.

New Initiatives: Launched 6 new centres in Chennai and 2 creches
for children aged 6 months–3 years, supporting safe childcare and
enabling mothers from the community to return to work.

Milestone reached: Over 1,600 children across 32 centres in
Bangalore and Chennai attend classes every day and receive
nutrition, childcare, and medical care.

Impact: Over 8,000 children impacted and 800 children
transitioned to primary school. 9 out of 10 children continued their
education in the last two years.
